Background

1. The Scholarship for Prospective English Teachdrs 8cholarship) is set up by
the Education Bureau (EDB), the Government of thendd Kong Special
Administrative Region (HKSAR) as one of a seriesn@asures to enhance the
professionalism of English language teachers ingH&ong. Applications are
open to Hong Kong students as well as students frlaces outside Hong Kong.

Aim of the Scholarship

2. The aim of the Scholarship is to attract persomdigent in English to pursue
relevant bachelor degree programmes and/ or tedchi@ing programmes in
Hong Kong which will qualify them to become Englisinguage teachers in Hong
Kong on graduation.

Details of the Scholarship

3. Successful applicants will be awarded a scholar&riour years or one year, as
determined by the study programmes pursued. Inftemabout the Scholarship
is detailed in Parts A, B and C below.

Application and Selection
9. Applications for the Scholarship will be accepteom 29 July to 12 August 2010.

10. On the basis of public examination resultsirsth applicants will be shortlisted
for selection interviews in Hong Kong scheduled fioe end of August 2010.
Interviewees are expected to attend the interviatvgheir own expenses. The
Scholarship will be awarded to applicants who &tected on the basis of merits.
When all factors being considered are equal, pyionill be given to applicants
who intend to teach in primary schools, as indiddig the choice of their study
programmes.

11. Shortlisted applicants will be informed of tmesults of the award of the
Scholarship in September 2010. Applicants who hawe been invited to an
interview by the end of August can assume that tyaplication is unsuccessful.
No further notifications will be made. It should bted that unsuccessful
applicants will not be entitled to the Scholarseyen if they have been admitted
to local institutions for the pursuit of relevamidy programmes.

Teaching Obligation

12. Awardees of the Scholarship should undertakialfil a teaching obligation by
teaching English full-time in primary or secondaghools in Hong Kong (day
schools offering formal curriculum) immediatelyeafgraduation. The duration of
the teaching obligation is three years for awardaddte 4-year Scholarship and
one year for awardees of the 1-year Scholarshifhdrtase of BA awardees of the
4-year Scholarship who have chosen to enrol inyaé2- part-time recognised
PGDE programme upon completion of the BA programnieir full-time
engagement as English teachers in primary or secgpndhy schools offering
formal curriculum while pursuing the part-time PGDi#ogramme shall be
counted towards the fulfilment of the teaching gélion on condition that they
complete the PGDE programme as required.

Undertaking and Deed of Indemnity
13. Awardees are required to sign an undertakimgagang the terms and conditions
that they should comply with. These include, bué arot limited to, the
requirements for awardees to:
(a) attain the academic standard required to camplee relevant study
programmes;
(b) (for BA awardees) pursue a PGDE programme nmgjoin English
immediately upon graduation from the degree prognamand
(c) fulfill the teaching obligation in Hong Kong Igase refer to paragraph 12
above).




14. For awardees of the 4-year Scholarship, th@l8dhip will cease to be paid for
the remainder of a study programme if, during tbarse of study, the awardee
fails to comply with the terms and conditions asa# in the Undertaking.

15. At any point of time, when a breach of the Utaléng occurs, awardees will be
required to repay to the HKSAR Government the saisbip amounts received on
a pro rata and interest-free basis. Such circurostaimclude, but are not limited
to -

failing to meet the requirement for renewal of tBeholarship because of
unsatisfactory academic performance (for awardédiseo4-year Scholarship
only);
not pursuing a relevant PGDE programme immediaipbyn graduation from
the degree programme (for BA awardees only);
dropping out of a programme;
changing to pursue another programme which is moluded in the
Scholarship scheme; and
not fulfilling the teaching obligation immediatedfter graduation.
However, these will be considered on a case by basis and flexibility will be
exercised for reasons of breaching the Undertakiag within the awardees’
control, such as accidents, deaths, ill health, etc

16. Each awardee has to nominate a person as misttemnifier. An indemnifier
should be a person at or over 21 years of age whgainfully employed,
financially sound and able to provide a businesyress$. Applicants should also
pay attention to the other qualifications of an emmhifier detailed in the
Undertaking and related documents. By signing tleeddof indemnity, the
indemnifier agrees to repay to the HKSAR Governntaet scholarship amount
received by the awardee should the awardee fatlotoply with the terms and
conditions included in the Undertaking and be uedabl repay the scholarship
amount received.

17. The draft Undertaking and relevant guidanceesowill be available for the
preliminary reference of applicants in late Aug2@10.
